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REGISTRATION
1. You can commence your registration, and once you have created your user ID, and commenced the registration, your progress will be saved, to return to later.

2. You will need your travel insurance details to proceed to the sports selections page – Please see the section below for more information about travel insurance.

3. You can proceed through your registration process and pause at any time.  As long as your registration is completed and PAID by 31 May 2025, you should be fine.

4. Team Australia has opted to select LEVEL 4 Accommodation option for those selecting the full package.  This is less than $100 more than level 3 for the week per person, however family options and room sizes are better – especially as we are travelling the longest distance.  By selecting this option, the organising committee will place the Aussie team together in the same hotel.

5. You can choose the LITE package if preferred, however please note that you will not receive meals at the Cultural night, Gala dinner etc.  Tickets for meals at these events may not be available to purchase separately.    We calculated the cost of separate accommodation and meals that you will need to cover yourself with this option, and it's more economical to choose the full package.

TRAVEL INSURANCE
All participants of the World Transplant Games 2025 in Dresden, Germany must have adequate Medical Travel Insurance, including coverage for repatriation.
For information on the Medical Insurance through WTG2025 Dresden GmbH please visit https://wtg2025.com/registration/
Please note that Medical Insurance through the WTG2025 Dresden GmbH is ONLY medical and repatriation insurance through all Schengen areas for the duration you specify.  It does not cover other travel insurance issues like lost luggage or missed flights etc.  The cost of this is EUR3.90 per person per day. (less than $50 for games week).  It does include any medical incidents during competition.
Australian based travel insurance DOES NOT usually cover any injury or incident during competition, including the world transplant games.  Please check with your travel insurer to confirm their policy.
It is your personal responsibility to arrange adequate cover for travel insurance to include medical, competitive sports & repatriation.

TRANSPLANT AUSTRALIA MEMBERSHIP & STATE PARTICIPATION FEE
To compete in any Australian or World Transplant Games, you must be a member of Transplant Australia.   As per the membership webpage, you must have selected the “state participation/games fee” option which is $60 per two years (01 July 2024-30 June 2026).   
If your membership is currently the free option, you will need to update your membership through the portal on the Transplant Australia website Membership - Transplant Australia.    Your contribution fee will be pro-rata for the period above (for example, if you pay on 31 May 2025, you will be charged $32.50.)

UNIFORMS
1. PARADE UNIFORM is compulsory to be worn for the opening ceremony, and will consist of the following:
GREEN BLAZER – Purchased through the Transplant Australia Online Store ($185 plus $15 postage).  If you already have a green blazer from previous years (2019 or earlier), you will just need to purchase the replacement chest pocket ($30) with this year’s logo on it.
GREEN/YELLOW POLO – You may have this already from WTG 2023 Perth, or purchase via our online shop at Sports Magic.  This must be worn under the blazer in the opening ceremony, and can be worn throughout the week at all events, competitions etc.
PANTS/SKIRT/SHORTS – Bone coloured tailored moleskins/chinos/skirt or long shorts etc to be worn as part of the parade uniform – no exceptions.  Can be purchased at most clothing stores… some examples include…

SHOES – You can wear brown leather shoes or white sneakers (or any closed in shoes) during the parade.  Please be mindful that you will be walking a distance in these so make sure they are comfortable.

JUNIORS & LIVING DONORS/DONOR FAMILIES
Juniors and LD/DF are not required to wear a parade uniform.  You can march in the opening ceremony in your polo (as above) with team tracksuit, and/or black bottoms. 

COMPETITION UNIFORMS:
All competition uniforms are optional, and you can choose to wear your own outfits that you are comfortable in, or order from the following options. (Bear in mind, that if you are in Aussie uniform, Aussie supporters will know you and cheer you on louder!!)


Athletics & most sports – SPORTS MAGIC
Most uniform items can be purchased at the online store on the Sports Magic website including singlets, tees, polos, shorts, tights, skirts, tracksuits & more.   All items can be combined with plain black bottoms if preferred.  

Team Sports Uniforms 
Basketball & soccer team members will not be required to purchase a separate jersey/singlet for the team event, as these will be distributed by team coach, and collected at conclusion of games for storage until 2027.  Shorts will need to be purchased on the Sports Magic team store.

Volleyball team members will be required to wear existing team tee or polo from Sports Magic. Shorts/bike shorts can be purchased on team store, or you can wear your own black sports shorts/bike shorts.
